Project and File Setup on Network


In order to set up your files on the network you will have to do this on the H:\ drive. I would suggest setting up your folders as follows. You can use Explorer to do so.

Eagle (Parent Folder)


Projects  (Store your custom project path file(s) here!)

Design



Folder(s) for individual project design files, Store your *.sch & *.brd files here


LBR

Store your custom libraries that you create here or use the path for the F Drive for the standard Library files that come with Eagle Network Version

After you have completed this in Explorer start Eagle. You will be at the control panel. At the top of  the Eagle control panel click on OPTIONS and then DIRECTORIES.  You will see a screen setup for inputting the path information. For example for design type in “ H:\Eagle\Design\specific project folder name, for example “Wand”  This will direct Eagle to your files within your specific project folder. Set up the additional path information for your Libraries. Scripts CAM jobs etc. These other paths will be set up using the F:\ drive since you will need to access these network files.  If you want to acess your own custom Libraries, CAM jobs ect, use H:\ path. Remember, you cannot store to the F:\ drive. After you have set up all of your paths select which files that you want shown when you start the control panel. I check DESIGN and CAM only since the others fill up the panel, this is however your choice. After this is complete select OK and then select File, Save project as.. and name the project  file the same as the project folder. Save this file in the Projects folder on your H:\ drive. Save your other specific project(s) in the same way. Now when you re-start Eagle PCB  select OPEN, PROJECT and select your specific project from your H:\ drive. You will now see all the files for the specific project on you screen as Icons.
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
